PAC 01.12.01.23 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – None
PAC 02.12.01.23 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – None
PAC 03.12.01.23 MINUTES OF LAST MEETING – Cllr Beioley proposed ‘’we approve the minutes of the 15th December 2022’ This was seconded by Cllr Trinder and unanimously agreed.
PAC 04.12.01.23 MATTERS ARISING – None
PAC 05.12.01.23 REFERRALS – None
PAC 06.12.01.23 CORRESPONDENCE – 
A resident contacted us regarding a certificate of lawfulness application for Weavers Cottage, Chalford Hill which had been submitted to SDC. The resident queried why the planning committee had not discussed this application. SDC have not consulted the Parish Council as this application was to establish if planning permission was required. If SDC had determined planning permission was required, then the PC would have been consulted at that stage. However, in this instance, because the applicant is a Parish Councillor, the PAC would not have discussed this application. This is the Councils’ policy to ensure that there couldn’t be a perceived conflict of interest. The application has since been withdrawn.
Enforcement – Following our last meeting, the Assistant Clerk contacted Stroud District Council requesting an update on several ongoing planning concerns. The Enforcement Department are still having staffing issues and it is therefore taking longer than usual for investigations to be made. Action: Asst Clerk
Design Statement - Simon Maher has agreed to meet with Cllrs to discuss our design Statement, and to find out more about the possibility of a Neighbourhood Development Plan and gave several dates when he has availability. Cllrs Trinder, Lee and Morris Wyatt discussed these and agreed to meet Simon at Ebley Mill on the 25th January. Action: Asst Clerk to finalise arrangements. The Assistant Clerk advised the PAC that she has taken on the ChalCAN Administrator role, she explained that if the PC decide that a NDP is appropriate, ChalCAN would like to be involved and work with us on aspects of the NDP. The PA were accepting of this although it was noted that this won’t be for some time due to the Stroud Local Plan being finalised. Cllr Pearson and the PAC congratulated the Asst Clerk on her new role.
Tree Work - County Cllr Chloe Turner responded to the PAC’s query regarding the County’s policy relating to tree work on Highways land. Chloe has sent a link with more information. Cllr Morris-Wyatt asked if a new Tree Officer had been appointed yet. It was agreed that it would be useful to meet with the new Tree Officer to gain some clarity about the process for Tree applications. Action: Asst Clerk to contact SDC.
PAC 07.12.01.23 RESULTS – All results are in agreement with the PAC’s decisions. 
S.22/2411/TEL Installation of 5G telecoms: We strongly objected to this application, we were relieved to see that SDC refused permission. The PC have offered to meet with the applicant to discuss suitable alternative locations, we are yet to receive a response. Residents have thanked the PC for their support and detailed response to SDC.
S.22/2476/HHOLD 52 Lypiatt view. The PAC objected to this application for a loft conversion, SDC have refused permission.
PAC 09.12.01.23 NEW PLANS 
1389 S.22/2698/TPO - Selangor, Old Neighbourhood, Chalford
Crown reduction of Beech tree (as labelled T1 on plan), by removing regenerative growth back to previous pruning points, shaping cuts into the remainder of the crown to leave a consistent rounded form. The Committee were pleased to see a full tree report and were happy to see that the tree will not be felled. Cllr Trinder proposed ‘’we support plan 1389’’ This was seconded by Cllr Pearson and unanimously agreed.
1390 S.22/2701/HHOLD Holte End, The Ridge, Bussage
- Garage conversion to provide a self-contained annexe. Cllr Beioley proposed ‘’we support plan 1390 subject to a condition being imposed to ensure that the property remains ancillary to the main dwelling’’ This was seconded by Cllr Trinder and unanimously agreed.
1391 S.22/2712/HHOLD 27 Munday Close, Bussage - Raising of existing roof to create second storey & erection of garden room. It was noted that the surrounding buildings in Munday Close are predominantly two-storey and therefore the proposed work wouldn’t appear to be out of keeping. Cllr Pearson proposed ‘’in this instance Chalford Parish Council are in support of plan 1391’’ This was seconded by Cllr Lee and unanimously agreed.

1392 S.22/2705/HHOLD La Clusaz, The Ridge, Bussage
Erection of rear, side and front extension. (Resubmission of S.22/0587/HHOLD). Cllr lee proposed ‘’we support plan 1392’’ This was seconded by Cllr Beioley and unanimously agreed.
1393 S.22/2656/TCA
2 Iles Cottages, Hampton Lane, St Marys
Mature Alder Tree – Fell. Cllr Beioley proposed ‘’we support plan 1393’’ This was seconded by Cllr Trinder and unanimously agreed.
1394 S.22/2758/TCA
Rockstone, Brownshill One large old prunus (flowering cherry) - Fell and remove. Cllr Lee proposed ‘’we support plan 1394’’ This was seconded by Cllr Beioley. There were two abstentions.
1395 S.22/2609/HHOLD Folly House, Lynch Road, France Lynch- Replacement of conservatory with extension. It was noted that the spare bedroom doesn’t have any windows and therefore no source of natural light. Cllr Trinder proposed ‘’we support plan 1395, although we note that the spare bedroom doesn’t have any natural light’’ This was seconded by Cllr Lee, there was one abstention.
